• A lack of study skills, causing students to “spin
their mental wheels” whilemaking littleprogress.

• A lack of test-taking skills, making it difficult
for students to demonstrate how much they
actually do know.

One-on-One Education
Learning difficulties rooted in medical or emotional
problems require the involvement of professionals
skilled in those areas. Often, however, the tests will
show us that a student simply needs educational
coaching and techniques beyond what the typical
classroom provides. Many schools have special
programs to help these students.

When further help is needed, Reading Advantage is
able to work with students one-on-one (or even in
small groups when appropriate) so that they are
taught in a manner that helps them learn. Thisgoes
beyond mere tutoring — it is full-fledgedteaching,

They fall short of their capabilities
because their school environment can’t offer the
stimulation needed to get them to work at their
potential. These students may be fine readers and
writers, or good with math, but are too bored by the
subjects to take them seriously.
